Registered cover from the town of Trinidad to the neighboring town of Casilda, Las
Villas province, addressed to the Commander of the Navy. Sensational franking of 125¢c
payed with two 3m, two 4m, and two 8m stamps adding up to 3c, plus one 2c, one 40c,
and one 80c stamp—all seldom seen on cover, especially the later. Stamps tied by
Trinidad 16 Dic 1897 circular date stamp. Fancy boxed Trinidad registry marking. Oval
“Comunicaciones Casilda” seal with crowned Castille and Leon coat of arms on back.
