There are absolutely no residency restrictions in the Bylaws for the election of members of the Board of Directors. All of the residency restrictions imposed by the current Board of Directors of the Society are derived from residency restrictions on some of the Officers of the Society contained in the Bylaws that the current Board has interpreted to manipulate the election in favor of Miami-Dade residents. It makes no sense to have a residency restriction on the Society Vice-President when there is no such restriction on the President. Furthermore, in the almost 40 years of its existence, the Society has never appointed a Vice-Treasurer or Vice-Secretary. They have now been brought to life to rig the current elections.
