Walter B. L. Bose is one of the most renowned students of Latin Amer­

ican philately whose contributions have been of particular significance in 
the areas of ~ostal history and philatelic bibliography. Over a period of fifty 
years, be bas produced a veritable library of research studies. The following 
bibliography has been adapted, with gracious permission of the author, from 
Mr. Bose's own published list of his writings-Labor Historiografica (1924-

BIOGRAPIDCAL SKETCH 

Walter B. L. Bose was born on 
September 5, 1905, in Gottingen, Ger­
many. In 1908, he moved to Argentina 
with his parents: Dr. Emilio H. Bose, 
director of the Institute of Physics at 
the National University of La Plata, 
and Dr. Margarita Heiberg de Bose, 
professor extmordinary in Physics at 
the same university. Mr. Bose began 
his studies at the Escuela Graduada 
Anexa and at the Colegio Nacional of 
the Univers ity of La Plata (1912-
1926). He studied in Germany (Dan­
zig and Munich) betwE'en 1915-1919, 
and later underwent a course of study 
for a professorship in history at the 
Faculty of Humanities and Education­
al Science at the University of La 
Pia ta ( 1928-1937). 

Mr. Bose commenced his publi~ 
career in 1926, when he was desig­
nated the curator of the Philatelic 
Section of the Museo Postal y Tete­
grafico Argentino. In October 1928, he was named chief of the museum, and 
in 1930 of the Hall de Extranjeros. Then in 1934 h e transferred into the Gen­
eral Secretariat as supervisor of translations in the office of Antecedents and 
General Statistics. During 1937-1945, Mr. Bose was the general editor of the 
official publication Revista de Correos y Telt>grafos, and from 1946-1951 served 
in the Office of Propaganda. 

His memberships in philatelic organizations would fill several pages; be 
has served on numerous organizing committees, represented Argentina in in­
ternational philatelic events, served as a judge. Among his current respon­
sibilities is his membership on the Philatelic Literature Commission of the 
International Philatelic Federation (F.I.P.). 

Mr. Bose has been cited in many publications, philatelic and non-phila­
telic alike, to include World Biography and Quien es quien en la Ar gentina? 
(editions from 1947 on.) American philatelists can find additional details in 
the article by David C. Stump, Perfins Club Bulletin, March 1963, or in "Postal 
Historian of the Americas," by Alfred J. Hillel , American Philatelist, May 
1953, p. 578.

Over 10,000 post offices have existed in Pennsylvania at one time or an­
other from July 26, 1775 when the Continental Congress started the American 
postal system with Benjamin Franklin as Postmaster General to the establish­
ment of the B . Free Franklin station of Philadelphia on July 26, 1975. Tbe 
history of all post offices, named stations, named branches, rural stations, rur­
al branches, and community post offices is covered in the three sections of 
Pennsylvania Postal History. Reflecting the stronger interest in local county 
history than in that of the state as a whole, the work is organized along 
county lines. The first section contains the name of each post office by 
county with its establishment date, discontinuation date, first postmaster's 
)lame and notes. The ne:-.:t section is an alphabetical list of all the first post­
masters of Pennsylvania. The final section is an alphabetical list of post 
offices and serves as an index to the more detailed information in the county 
list. This 576-page hardcover new title contains no illustrations other than 
a map of Pennsylvania showing county lines and the number of post offices 
currently in each county. 

This work is not only a good starting point for studying the rest of Penn­
sylvania's postal history, but also an excellent reference for those interested 
in genealogy and the state's local history.
